* The winter is coming slowly

Even now in December, winter in Finland is slowly starting. In November we

had a little bit of frost, down to -3 ° C. There was also very little snow.

This was due to a dry wind from the mountains of Norway that brought
unusually warm temperatures to Finland.

According to the data from the Foreca Weather Institute, this low air pressure
resulted in a lot of rain and mild weather with a temperature in Lapland of 1-
3° Cand in the southern and central regions of 3-6 ° C.

At the moment it is freezing a bit with a temperature of -5 ° C. In the coming
period the temperature will drop to -8 ° C, with a wind chill of -11 ° C. Much

snow is not to be expected in the coming period either.

The COVID-19 pandemic and subsequent restrictions have resulted in low-

Matti Vakevainen, president of the Finnish Santa Association (Suomalainen

* Aurora Borealis - the Northern Lights

Historically, the Finns believed that the Aurora Borealis - the Northern Lights,

was caused by the firefox, a creature that ran through the snow so fast that
its legs created sparks in the night sky. In fact, the Finnish word for the
Northern Lights is "revontulet”, meaning "fox fires." Other Northern Lights
mythology in Finland claimed that the aurora was the water spray sprayed by

whales into the night sky.

In fact, the northern lights are caused by the sun. When particles are emitted
from the sun and hit atoms in the Earth's atmosphere, these atoms light up
and produce the beautiful colors we see in the aurora borealis. The classic
name for the northern lights was coined by Galileo and means "north wind".
Since you can only see the aurora borealis in the Northern Hemisphere, and

it dances like the wind through the sky, this name makes sense too!
